Mr Quincey had attended a meeting of the Godstone at Play Group and had attended the Fete.  

He had also attended a meeting held at Nutfield Priory to discuss the North Park Farm Quarry, 
which included representatives from WBB Minerals Ltd, Godstone Village Association, 
Quarry Observation Group and Bletchingley Parish Council.  A wide ranging discussion 
resulted in a new agreement being reached regarding current and future mineral operations at
North Park Farm Quarry and the agreement will form the basis of a framework for future 
working, based upon mutual trust and open collaboration.  A letter summarising the 
agreement reached and addressed to SCC members was circulated at the meeting and agreed. 
A copy is attached to these minutes.  It is now proposed to reconstitute the North Park Quarry 
Liaison Committee, which will have a stronger liaison and monitoring role. It was agreed  
Mr Tawse would continue to be the Parish Council representative and the Chair would also 
join the new committee.

Mrs Cluff had attended the Britain in Bloom meeting which was called to consider whether 
Godstone should enter. If it does go ahead it will need our active co-operation and support and 
we will be kept informed.

The current contract expires on 31st December 2008 and the draft tender documents etc, plus draft 
contract for services were discussed and agreed after a number of amendments were included.

4. Parish Council - Current Account

Lloyds TSB had advised that our current account was not now in line with the current product 
offering. The account will be converted to a Treasurer’s Account on 20th September, 
which still offers free banking but does not pay credit interest.  We can still obtain credit 
interest by transferring any excess funds to the “Environment Account”.

5. Maintenance Job – South Godstone


Mr Les Wheatland has decided to retire and members expressed their grateful thanks for all he 
has done for the village over many years.  It was agreed our maintenance contractor will take 
over the cleaning of the bus shelters.

The Annual Inspection had been completed and a copy of the report had been circulated to
members.  There were no high risk items that required urgent attention.  A summary of the 
works required had been prepared and will be handed to our contractor for action.

Mr Quincey reported here that he had attended the recent “Godstone at Play” meeting and it 
was appreciated that it would take some time to raise sufficient money to refurbish the play 
area. However, Godstone has recently won £250 in the “Business Category” of the Best Kept 
Village Competition and our grateful thanks to Mrs Grose for again organising and also to the 
promoters. It was agreed that the prize be donated to the Playground Fund when the bank 
account has been opened.  Both Mrs Grose and the sponsors would be thanked.
